Your information report can be presented using a choice of different formats, but your information must cover all the questions above, contain correct spelling and punctuation and presentation must be neat and accurate.

How can I present my information report?

	Option one
	You can answer the questions as an information report using the questions as your sub headings for information.

	Option two
	Answer the questions and present the information as a “mind map” using pictures, symbols and headings to present your findings.  This can be A3 posters hand drawn or produced using PowerPoint, Glogster.com, Kidspiration or any computer program your familiar with where you can insert pictures and text.

	Option three
	Create a comic book of the Adventures of 

Eco Warrior and present the information through the narrative of the comic book story.

	Option four
	Use a digital camera and record your information report as a documentary / news broadcast where you’re the news journalist, which your class will get to watch.

	Option five
	Use your student account at http://voicethread.com or Audacity to upload digital pictures, record your research findings to each of the questions and upload the audio files to the  web site.
